 God is constantly feeding us and sustaining us in 

many ways today that we don't recognize, either. For 

example, when was the last time something you thought 

was a curse turned out to be a blessing? What about the 

people who just missed being at the World Trade 

Center or on a hijacked plane on 9/11?  They probably 

cursed their luck: "Oh no! I missed my flight-this will 

mess up the whole day!"  But that is because too much 

of the time, we don't recognize the "Real Presence" 

working in our lives every day.  So we automatically 

groan, curse, gripe or despair when something that 

seems bad happens-instead of saying, "God is at work 

here, too."  
 

 If, during the week, we never pray or thank God for 

the gifts we are always receiving at God's hands, then 

our awareness of God's presence in our lives will 

probably not be very high as we enter the church doors.  

But if talking to God becomes a natural part of our lives, 

then our Sunday celebration will be a real conclusion to 

what's been going on all week. 
 

   If Mass feels more like an obligation than a celebration, 

try to increase your awareness that God IS in every 

moment of our every day. Then as we stand together at 

Mass, we will feel more like One Body and Blood of 

Jesus Christ.  Go in peace to love and serve our God!
