 We have completed our Lenten 

journey to Easter.  It was a reverent and 

soul lifting Holy Week and Easter Sunday 

in our parish.  My thanks and blessings to 

so many employees and volunteers who 

planned and took part in the services and  

to everyone who attended.  All the hours 

of preparation were well spent.  Blessings 

to our newest parishioners,  Cathy Simon and April Vogt 

who were received at the Easter Vigil and to Judith Radford 

and Sean McCormick who came into the Church earlier in 

the year.

 I have heard many positive comments about the new 

votive candle stands and the upgrading of the fountain in the 

Gathering Space.  This fountain was blessed on Holy Thurs-

day and now contains Holy Water.  You are welcome to fill 

your containers for Holy Water use at home from this foun-

tain.   
 

 I wanted to let you know that Fr. David Endres has been 

asked by the Archbishop to be a professor at the Athenaeum 

next year.  That means he will be leaving St. Albert and Fen-

wick High School and moving to the seminary at the end of 

June.  Even though he was not a full time associate at St. Al-

bert, he has made quite an impact on the parish these past 

few years.  We wish him well and know he will do an out-

standing job of preparing men for the priesthood.  He will be 

greatly missed.  
 

   

 Like the apostles, we all still have a great deal to learn 

about what resurrection means.  For example, the apostles 

knew about the empty tomb  - wouldn’t you think they’d be 

celebrating that their Saviour had arisen as he promised?  

Yet, Jesus finds them al quivering with fear behind closed 

doors, as if nothing amazing has just happened. 
 

 Jesus respects the apostles’ (and our) doubts and fears, 

because he knows these emotions simply arise out of being 

human.   
 

 However, scared bunny rabbits hiding behind the furni-

ture cannot preach the amazing power of the Resurrection.  

So Jesus must transform the apostles from fear to courage.  

First, he breathes ―Peace‖ on them - and then he takes 

Thomas by the hand, literally, and leads him - one wound at a 

time  - through the mystery of Jesus’ wounded but living 

body.   
 

 Thomas realized the unimaginable miracle - God’s gener-

ous love has transformed death into life.  Thomas can only 

fall on his knees in wonder, ―My Lord and my God!‖  Only 

this kind of awe and reverence can inspire us to do the heal-

ing, proclaiming, and sharing that the apostles then did.  

Spend some quiet time in religious imagining  - let Jesus take 

your hand, and lead you, wound by wound, to the miracle of 

the Resurrection.  Then let your renewed spirit live it out 

joyfully to others, every day!

Series 

Q:  
 Why do we need a new translation? 

 When the Second Vatican Council allowed 

for  ―a more extended use of the mother 

tongue within the Mass‖ (Sacrosanctum Concil-

ium, no. 53), various groups worked quickly to 

develop an official English translation to be used for the 

first time in worship, and a full English missal was pub-

lished in 1973.  The approach to translation used at that 

time (known as ―dynamic equivalence‖) aimed at commu-

nicating the general meaning of the Latin text of the Mass, 

rather than providing a literal, or word-for-word, transla-

tion. 
 

 After forty years of celebrating Mass in English, the 

Church has come to see certain areas where the English 

text could be improved.  Some have noted that, when the 

Latin text was paraphrased, a number of rich spiritual 

metaphors and images were lost.  Important theological 

concepts were not always clear, and several biblical allu-

sions did not shine out as noticeably as they could. 
 

 In 2011, the Vatican called for a more precise transla-

tion that gives Catholics a better sense of the richness of 

the Latin text - a translation that would be ―without omis-

sions or additions in terms of their content, without para-

phrases or glosses‖ (Liturgiam Authenticam, no. 20).  Fol-

lowing this approach, the new translation of the Mass pre-

serves more fully the theological tradition captured 

throughout the centuries in the liturgy.  It also more 

clearly communicates the many biblical allusions and vital 

theological concepts that are expressed in the Latin origi-

nal.
